First Stage
In the first stage, if the total of participating teams is less than eight (8), it
will be played according to the “Round Robin” system in one group.

If there eight (8) or more teams they will be conformed in as many group as
necessary, with a minimum of four (4) and a maximum of five (5) teams per

group.

Second Stage
The first and second place classified teams of each group will compete in a
“Round Robin” series to define the first places.

Double Events
All double events will be played under the simple eliminatory system. The
matches will be of five (5) games to win three (3).

Single Events
The single events will be played in two stages. Groups will be conformed

as necessary, and they will compete according to “Round Robin” system.
The matches will be five (5) games to win (3). The first two payers of each
group classify for the final stage. In the finals, it will be seven (7) games to
win four (4), by a simple elimination system.

The championship will be conducted according the rules established by the
ITTF, as well as the general dispositions of the CTTF

Trophies to the first, second and third place will be granted in all events.
Medals to each competitor will be granted in the team events.

Will take place on Sunday July 4 at 8:00 PM. The technical meeting will be
conducted by the General Judge designated by FPTM and by the
Organizing Committee representatives.
